Don’t Forget Your Dues!

The Dale Volunteer Fire Department has five funding sources:
Your Dues, Donations, Grants, $15,000 from Caldwell County
to provide emergency services, and expenses billed to auto
insurance companies for vehicle rescues. Your dues and
donations are vital for station and vehicle upkeep, gas,
insurance, postage, training and maintenance on equipment.

Our financial records are open by appointment or at every
Business meeting (1st Monday of the Month at 7pm at the
Dale VFD Fire Station).

Outdoor Burning Do’s and Don’t’s

Do:

Before you burn your brush pile please check to make sure
there is no Burn Ban. You can check for a Burn Ban by looking
at the Caldwell County Website (https://co.caldwell.tx.us) -
they normally have a moving ticker under the courthouse
building. If you burn during a Burn Ban you are at risk of re-
ceiving a ticket and fine from the Caldwell County Sheriff’s or
Constable's office.

Do:

Call the Caldwell County Sheriff Department Dispatch office at
512-398-6777 (Non-Emergency Number) before you start the
burn. They will also tell you if we are in a Burn Ban or a Red
Flag Warning (Dangerous Weather and No Burning Allowed).

Do:

Have a water source (water hose or tank) nearby to help con-
trol your burn pile.

Don’t:

Don't burn trash, construction materials, or plastics. These
items are considered trash and trash burning in Texas is
regulated by the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality
(https://tceq.texas.gov). At no time may you burn tires or used
oil filters.

Red Flag Warnings:

These are Burn Bans due to Dangerous Weather.
